Palm Sunday 

Today the Church celebrates Christ‟s entrance into Jerusalem to accomplish his paschal mystery.  
Christ enters Jerusalem and we enter into the holiest season of the Church‟s year.  We enter not only 
figuratively but physically.  We gather at the back of the church and hear the story of Jesus‟ entry into 
Jerusalem. We take palm branches and carry them in procession and cry “Hosanna!”  We enter the 
church and we hear an account of the passion of our Lord Jesus Christ.  Now we shout “Crucify him! 
Crucify him!  We are the people who so often shout “Hosanna!” one moment and “Crucify him!” the 
next.  The liturgy invites us to see the Gospel story as our story, so that we can be present to these 
events and see why we need conversion.

Monday, April 6: the Chrism Mass will be held at 
St. Mary‟s Cathedral in Calgary at 7:30pm.  The 
oils will be blessed and brought to the individual 
parishes before the celebration of the evening 
Mass of the Lord‟s Supper on Holy Thursday.  The 
bishop consecrates the chrism and blesses the 
following oils: 

¶ The Oil of the Sick is a sacramental sign of 
the Spirit‟s healing presence, power and grace, 
and a remedy in body, soul and spirit for all 
who are anointed.  

¶ The Oil of Chrism is used in the 
liturgical anointing of persons (in 

Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders, and 
things (the dedication of churches and altars).  
Its use implies abundance of grace and 
dedicated service to God. Its fragrant perfume 
reminds Christians that their lives are to give off 
the „aroma of Christ.‟ 

¶  Oil of the Catechumens: By its use, through 
the ministry of priests and deacons, the Church 
asks God to strengthen those preparing for 
baptism, so that they might come to a deeper 
understanding of the gospel, accepting the 
challenge of Christian living, confidently profess 
their faith, and be brought with joy to the waters 
of rebirth.

 The Triduum  

The Triduum is one single liturgy, one distinct 

memorial of the suffering, death and resurrection 

of Christ.  The word ñTriduumò is from the Latin, 

meaning three days.  The Triduum opens with the 

evening Mass of the Lordôs Supper, reaches its 

climax in the Easter vigil, and closes on Easter 

Sunday.

Jesus washes his disciplesô feet, teaching us love.
