Ash Wednesday is a
day of fast and abstinence and
sets the tone for Lent through the
call to turn away from sin and to be
faithful to the gospel. The use of
purple vestments and the simplicity
of decoration in the church reflect
the penitential nature of the season.

Ashes
On our forehead remind us that
there is a profound meaning to life
—and to death. The ashes we use
are made from the burned palm
branches distributed on Palm
Sunday of the previous year. The
priest blesses the ashes and
imposes them on the foreheads of
the faithful, making the sign of the

Vatican City, Feb 3, 2009 (VIS)

For this year 6 slwkhetmfocesmy
reflections on the value and meaning of fasting.
Lent recalls the forty
the desert; Moses, fasted before receiving the
tablets of the law; Elijah fasted before meeting the
Lord on Mount Horeb; Jesus, through prayer and
fasting, prepared Himself for the mission that lay
before Him, marked at the start by a serious battle
with the tempter.
The Sacred Scriptures and the entire Christian
tradition teach that fasting is a great help to avoid
sin and all that leads to it. For this reason the
history of salvation is replete with occasions that
invite fasting.  True fasting is to do the will of the
Heavenly F a tebseim secrety hand wil
reward you. 8o if you pray-fast; if you fast-show
mercy; if you want your petition to be heard-hear
the petition of others.
The faithful practice of fasting contributes to
conferring unity to the whole person, body and
soul, helping to avoid sin and grow in intimacy with
the Lord. Through fasting and praying, we allow
Him to come and satisfy the deepest hunger that
we experience in the depths of our being: the
hunger and thirst for God.
Fasting is an aid to open our eyes to the situation
in which so many of our brothers and sisters live.
Voluntary fasting enables us to grow in the spirit of
the Good Samaritan, who bends low and goes to
the help of his suffering brother. By freely
embracing an act of self-denial for the sake of
another, we make a statement that our brother or
sister in need is not a stranger. It is precisely to
keep alive this welcoming and attentive attitude
towards our brothers and sisters that | encourage
the parishes and every other community to intensify
in Lent the custom of private and communal fasts,
joined to the reading of the Word of God, prayer
and almsgiving. From the beginning, this has been
the hallmark of the Christian community, in which
special collections were taken up, the faithful being
invited to give to the poor what had been set aside
from their fast. This practice needs to be
rediscovered and encouraged again in our day,
especially during the liturgical season of Lent.
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
