Insurance News: TFSA Plan now available in 

Canada.  The KofC announces the introduction of the 

Tax Free Savings Account (TFSA)   for Canadian 

members and their wives effective Jan 1/09. 
The TFSA is a registered savings account that allows 

Canadian taxpayers to deposit money in a KofC 

annuity, and all earnings are income tax-free.  

Although contributions to the account are not 

deductible for tax purposes, withdrawals of 

contributions and earnings from the account are not 

taxable. Some of the advantages of a K of C TFSA 

are:  we guarantee your principal and a minimum rate 

of interest.  Interest rates are set each quarter by the 

K of C.  Guaranteed interest:  a lifetime minimum 

interest rate of, at least, 3%. Flexible choice:  Make 
one lump sum payment each year or make periodic 

payments throughout the year.

Parish Pastoral Council met with most of the ministries of the parish and will now start to evaluate 
where concerns need to be addressed. Council is proceeding with developing some long-term 
planning for the parish as follow: 
1. The stained glass windows need work to prevent the effects of bulging from temperature changes 
2. The church front doors will eventually need to be replaced. 
3. The roof needs to be repaired where the asphalt meets the copper roof. 
4. The stucco is falling off the church, where the concrete sidewalks around the exterior were placed 

to prevent water seepage.  
5. A crack in the floor, in the parish hall kitchen, needs to be looked at.  

6. An audit of the parish finances will also be undertaken this year.  
 

Pope Benedict remains close to workers and their families during this difficult time of „job 
losses‟. Vatican City, 1 Mar 2009 (vis) – The Holy Father indicated that the workers had come "to 
express their concern for the future of the factory and of the thousands of people who, directly or 
indirectly, depend upon it for their work. Pope Benedict is encouraging "both political and civil 
authorities, as well as business people, to collaborate to face this delicate moment. There is, in fact, a 
need for solid and united commitment, while recalling that priority must be given to workers and their 
families".
