Over the last few weeks the RCIA group of six inquirers has been meeting every Tuesday in the hall.  
They have been given a lot to read and have been encouraged to share their questions and 
observations with the group members.  Not a stone left unturned. 
   A Heat Curtain has been installed over both the church entrance doors.  The curtain is 
designed to keep the cold air out and keep the warm air in.  Starks installed it.  The cost is $9,000.00. 
   The Zaidan family is now settled in.  The children are in school, the parents are learning 
English and Qaed, the father, has started part time custodial work for our parish.  As planned in our 
annual budget, financial support is drawn from parish funds.  So far $4,000.00 has been allocated. 
   Fred Robbins has about completed the fencing of our small patio area.  As always, some 
unexpected problems had to be overcome.  It looks neat.  The cost is $2,500.00. 
  Over the summer, all the carpeting in the priests living quarters, the office area, and the entire 
hall area was steam cleaned.  Great job!  Cost $ 2,373.04 
   We will have two Christmas concerts in the church.  We‟ll let you know the dates as soon as 
we get them. 
   We have once again contracted for the snow removal around the church area this winter.  The 
cost is $476.00 monthly. 

   Fr. Lucien Larre will preach an Advent Retreat in our parish from Sat Dec 5 to Thur. 
Dec 10.  More information in next weeks‟ bulletin. 
   17 people are taking the Bible Timeline Course with Cathy Smith.  All are impressed with the 
study material and the video presentation.
