TROPICAL STORM causes worst flooding in Philippines in 
40 years. Sept 28/09  

The K of C Supreme Council moved quickly to provide aid to 
the Philippines in the wake of the worst flooding in 40 years.  
Dropping 16 inches in 9 hours leaving Manila under 20 feet 

of water.  There are more than 250,000 members of the K of 
C in the Philippines, and 126,000 live on the island Luzon, 
which was hardest, hit. 

Supreme immediately sent $50,000 US in aid to the Catholic 
Bishops Conference of the Philippines, which is coordinating 
relief efforts.
