Divine Mercy Sunday will be celebrated here at St. Patrick’s Church, from 2:00 to 3:00 pm this 
Sunday April 11.   Confessions will begin at 2:00 pm during which time the Exposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament and Benediction will begin, followed by the “Chaplet of Divine Mercy”.    
 

A Chaplet consists of, using the rosary together with petitions involving God’s mercy on all people.  
Pope John Paul II encouraged the celebration of this Sunday to stem the tide of irreligion and evil in 
the world which can be (and will be) overcome through the merciful compassion of God as shown in 
his Son, Jesus.
