Together 
we listen mor e attentively to the word of God in the scriptures.  Lent is a good time to celebrate the sacrament 

of reconciliation as well.

¶ Baptisms & Weddings are not celebrated.  
¶ Flowers are not used to decorate.  

¶ The Gloria & Alleluia are omitted  
Fast and  Abstinence  

Catechism of the Catholic Church  
All persons who have completed their 14 th  year are bound by the Law of Abstinence; all adults are bound by 

Law of Fast up to the beginning of their 60 th  year.  
$ The Law of Abstinence  forbids the eating of meat  

$ The Law of Fasting  allows only one full meal and two lighter meals in the course of the day and prohibits 
eating between meals.  

$ Fridays are days abstinence from meat, but may substitute acts of charity.   Lent is a time of conversion.
