REFLECTION: CORPUS CHRISTI (JUNE 6) 

The bread that we break, is it not a sharing in the body of Christ?  (1 Corinthians 10:16) 

The Eucharist rests upon Trinitarian giving and receiving.  The Father gives us the Son and we receive the Son from 
the Father.  Because we have received, we offer ourselves back to God.  So, in the bread and wine of the Eucharist we 

become one body with Christ and one another.   
 

The Eucharist is the heart and the summit of the Church’s 

life. For in it Christ associates his Church and all her 
members with his sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving 
offered once for all on the cross to his Father; by this 
sacrifice he pours out the graces of salvation on his body 
which is the church.
