 As of April 30, 2010, the K of C passed a great 
milestone, when its’ membership exceeded 1.8 
million. The official number for members of the K of C 
around the world as of April 30, 2010 is 1,800,445. 
 

Membership has grown in the K of C from 1.7 million 
to 1.8 million in less than 5 years, and continues on a 
growth trend.   
 

In Canada, jurisdictions in Quebec & Ontario together 
recruited over 4,640 new members, more that 70% of 
the 6,469 new members.   
 

Over the past 10 months, the K of C has recruited 
70,310 new members worldwide.  A total tally of K of 
C membership for the 2009-2010 fraternal year will 
be announced in July.
