Membership has grown in the K of C from 1.7
million to 1.8 million in less than 5 years, and
continues on a growth trend.

In Canada, jurisdictions in Quebec & Ontario
together recruited over 4,640 new members,
more that 70% of the 6,469 new members.

Over the past 10 months, the K of C has
recruited 70,310 new members worldwide. A
total tally of K of C membership for the 2009-
2010 fraternal year will be announced in July.

What is Trinity Sunday?

Trinity Sunday is the first Sunday after Pentecost to honor the Holy Trinity, the Father, Son and
Holy Spirit. The Trinity can never be understood or rationalized, but can only be accepted by faith.
Faith comes through the work of the Holy Spirit.

The Trinity, three persons in one God, is the basic mystery of our faith far beyond human
understanding. Today, Trinity Sunday is to explain, to the best of man’s ability, the clues written in
Scripture for us to guide us to a fuller understanding. “God so loved the world that he gave his only
Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life” (John 3:16).
“Before the world was created, the Word already existed; he was with God, and he was the same as
God” (John 1:1); “The Father and | are one” (John 10:30); “There are three witnesses: the Spirit, the
water, and the blood, and all three give the same testimony” (1 John 5:7-11).

The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us that the father is acknowledged and adored as the
source and end of all the blessings of creation and salvation. In his Word, who became incarnate,
died, and rose for us, he fills us with his blessings. Through his Word, he pours into our hearts the
gift that contains all gifts, the Holy Spirit.” (1083)
